The bidders may submit their bids online, under Two cover bidding system, ie. (1)
Cover-1- Technical Bid, and (i) Cover-2 - Financial Bid (BOQ), along with other
supporting documents. Only those bidders who can provide the required carpet

area in a single independent building need to participate in the tender.

The offer should be valid for a period of one year reckonable from the date of
opening of financial hid. However based on the requirement/ situation, the validity
needs to be extended for a mutually agreed further period as per Department’s

request,

Technical bid must be accompanied by an interest free Earnest money Deposit of
Rs. 25,000/- (Rupees Twenty five thousand Only) either in the form of Bank Draft/
Bankers Cheque or any other mode authorized for depositing EMD for Government
tenders in favour of “The Principal Commissioner, CGST & Central Excise
Thiruvananthapuram” . The EMD will be returned to the unsuccessful bidders

within 30 days after completion of the evaluation process.

EMD of the bidder securing lowest financial quote shall be retained till the validity
including extended validity of the offer or handing over of the building whichever is
later.

All details and documents mentioned in the Technical bid Form (Annexure -A must
be submitted. Tenders having incomplete details/ documents or misrepresentation

of facts are liable to be rejected.

After opening of technical bids the evaluation committee will shortlist the premises
qualifying the norms mentioned in the tender document for physical inspection to
ascertain the suitability of the building. The evaluation committee will thereafter

assign marks to the shortlisted premises based on the suitability of the building.

In case the technical bid is found acceptable, the selected bidders will have to
furnish original copy of title deed of the property or original evidence for lodgment
of deed with any bank/ financial institution along with proof of identity of the
owner before financial bids are opehed. Original documents shall be returned after

decision is taken to open the financial bids or otherwise.

The Financial bid (Cover 2 - BOQ) should contain rent charged per month per
square foot for the carpet area offered, exclusive of taxes, but inclusive of

maintenance charges if any,

Financial bids of only those service providers would be opened, who are technically

qualified.

The rates quoted should be quoted for the entire area (covered/ built up area of
main building, other permanent structures, covered/ underground parking as well
as open parking area, open space like garden, inner roads e.t.c) for the initial
agreement period of 3 (Three) years in the financial bid which is exclusive of the

GST componént.

If the lease period is extended beyond 3 (Three) years, percentage increase in rent

would be at a rate mutually agreed upon between the parties after evolution of rate

by the CPWD, which will remain enforced for next 3 (Three) years . The percentage

GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS FOR THE BIDDER

. The premises should be legally free from all encumbrances. No legal disputes should

be there on the title of the property.

The building offered should be structurally sound and suitable for use as office and
ready to be occupied with partitions, cupboards, toilets, lifts e.tc. However if the bid is
submitted fo bare shell building, the successful bidder have to undertake the required
partitioning of space with provisions of lighting, air conditioning, fire fighting system,
data/ network/ communication and electrical caballing etc as per the requirement/
specification given by the Department, at its own cost within two months of selection of
bidder. It is clarified that the Department will not incur any expenditure on these

heads other than movable furniture.

. Flooring should be of vitrified tiles/ marble/ granite of standard quality. Internal/

external walls are to be painted properly with standard quality paint.

. Payment of rent shall commence w.e.f the date of taking over possession of the fully

furnished/ operational building/ space. No security deposit or advance rent will be
paid by the Department to the owner offering the premises.

. The building offered should be located at Alappuzha {(Muncipal/ Town limits) and

should be well connected with public transport.

The building should have requisite fire safety measures and security measures as per

11.The contract will be awarded to the most suitable building offered at lowest quote, from
the financial bids of those who qualify, on evaluation of technical bids by the
evaluation committee, and who is eligible and qualified to perform the contract
satisfactorily as per the terms & conditions incorporated in the bid document and also
subject to certification by CPWD/ rent Negotiation Committee and final approval by the

Department as per the Rules framed in this regard.

12. The premises offered for rent should be fit for office use and must have the approval/
clearance from all concerned Central/ State Government Departments/ Local
Authorities/ Municipal Corporation/ Fire Department e.t.c as may be necessary by the
local authorities for using the building'as Government Office and should be legally free

from all encumbrances,

13. Finalization of rent based on suitability, Jocation, quality of construction and age of
the building 1s subject to certification by CPWD and final approval / sanction by
Government of India as per Rules framed in this regard. The bidder should be willing
to abide by the rules in force this regard and submit additional information/
documents if any desired by the concerned authorities.

15.The cost of installation, maintenance & repair of civil/ electrical installation including

air conditioners, generator sets, lifts and common areas (if any) e.t.c will be the

responsibility of the bidder. Routine replacement of electrical fittings like bulbs, tubes,

and other consumable items will be done by the Department.

1. In consideration of the rent hereinatter reseyved and of the other conditions
berein contained, the Lessor agrees to let out and Lessec agrees to take on lease the
tand, hereditaments and premises known as ... together with all buildings
and erections, fixtures and fittings, standing and being thereon {hereinafter calied
“THE SA1D PREMISES") more particularly described in SCHEDULE 'A”.

rent reduced by the amount payable towards maintenance and tax.

4. The said premises shall be deemed to include the fixtures and fittings exisiing
thereon as shown in Schedule '13' and the Government of India shall upon the
expiration of the terms hereby created or any renewal thereof and subject to clause
11 hereof yieid up the said premises including fixtures and fittings in as good a
conditipn: as received, [air wear and tear, damage by fire, dct of god, riots or other
civil commotion, enemy action and/or other causes not within the control of the
Government of India excepted, PROVIDED THAT THE GOVERNMENT OF INDIA
shall not be responsibte for any structural damage which may occur to the same
during the terms hereby created or any renewal thereof. '

7. All existing and futurc rates, taxes including property tax, assessment
charges and other out-goings whatsoever of every description n respect of the said
premises payable by the owner there of, shall be paid by the Lessor. The Lessor,
however, shall be entitled to recover additional levies, paid on account of _
enhancemen? in taxes, from the Govi. of India and such recovery shall be
proportionate to the amount of taxes payable during the pendency of the leasc. In
case the said premises is portion of a building subject to payment of tax as one
entity, the hability of the Govt. of India in respect of payment of additional tax,
unless there has been any addition to the constructed portion of such building,
shall be in the same ratio as at the time of original letting.

specified in Lhe notice to be exceuted at the expense of the Lessor and the cost
thereof may, without prejudice to any other mode of recovery, be deducted from the
rent payable Lo the Lessor.

10.  The Government of India may, at any lime during the terms hereby created
and any renewal thereof, make such structural alterations to the existing buildings
such as partitions, office, fixtures and fittings as may be easily removable.

12. The Government of India shall not be liable for loss of profit or loss of goodwill
arising from its occupation of the said premises or any amount of compensation in
respect of the said premises other than the rent payable as aforesatd and the Lessor
shall make no claim in respect thercof.

13.  The Lessor agree with the Government of India that the latter paying the rent
hereby reserved observing and performing the conditions and stipulations hercin
contained on the Government of India’s part to be observed and performed shall
peacefully hold and enjoy the said premises during the said terms and any renewal
thereof without any interruption or disturbance from or by the lLessor or any
person claiming by through or under them.

In case none of the
members of this panel is acceptable to the claimant, the Sole Arbitrator shall be
appoirtled by the Secretary, Departiment of Legal Affairs, Government of India, Delhi.
The provisions of Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 with any statutory
modification thereof and rules framed thereunder shall be applicabie to such
arbitration proceedings which shall be held at . The arbitration proceedings
